10 Day 7: Charge of Garden of Eden Genesis 2:1-15 God did rest the 7th day from all his works. Heb 4:4    We spend one day a week worshipping God

9 Jacob deceives his father Genesis 27:1-40 Little children, let no man deceive you. 1 Jn 3:7 Prove all things so you do not get tricked 

10 Jacob finds the house of God  Genesis 28:1-22 House of God, the church of the living God. 1Ti3:15 God’s house is an awesome place 



LESSONS from the BOOKS of GENESIS and EXODUS for STAGE 2 (Year 4) 
O Bible Story – Jacob’s story Bible Reading Memory Verse Lesson outcome 

1 Jacobs marries Leah & Rachel Genesis 29:1-30 Whatever a man sows that shall he reap. Gal 6:7 When we trick others we get tricked also
